2. Preserve California’s leadership on college affordability for undocumented and immigrant
students by ensuring funding is maintained for programs like the Dreamer Service
Incentive Grant and campus-based legal support services.

Some are
recipients of DACA and have built lives in the U.S. many who are now working, studying in
college, or enlisted in the armed services. These Dreamers are making meaningful and
immediate contributions to our society and economy, and deserve to realize their full potential
without the fear of deportation.
